The Court has been requested to consider appointment of a Court Appointed Special Advocate (“CASA”). Having reviewed the files and considered the circumstances, the Court finds that the appointment of a Special Advocate would be appropriate. 
IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED AS FOLLOWS:

1. (Name of Coordinator), Iowa Child Advocacy Board Coordinator of the CASA program, is authorized to assign an individual to serve as CASA/Guardian ad litem on behalf of the above named child(ren). 
2. Upon presentation of this Order to the Clerk of Court, Department of Human Services, Juvenile Court Services, the CASA program staff are authorized to access court and case files and to interview any relevant person and inspect and copy any records relevant to the proceedings, including protected health information, if not prohibited by federal law.
3. The CASA staff shall maintain any information received from any source as confidential and will not disclose the same except pursuant to the provisions of Iowa Code Sections 217.30, 228.6, subsection 1, sections 232.147, 235A.15, 237.21, 600.16, and 600.16A.
4. Upon assigning an individual to serve as CASA/Guardian ad litem on behalf of the above mentioned child(ren), the Iowa Court Appointed Special Advocate program will submit a proposed order to appoint the individual to this matter.
5. The CASA program shall be given reasonable written notice of any judicial hearings, staffings or administrative conferences. Written notice to the CASA Program shall be deemed sufficient if filed through the Clerk of Court with EDMS, mailed or delivered to the Iowa Child Advocacy Board, insert mailing address.
