      SUGGESTED WORDING FOR RECOMMENDATIONS

Instructions: Below are suggestions for wording certain FCRB Report Recommendations.  Consider that recommendations be tied to Domains, and, whenever possible, directed to a specific person or agency and be time-framed.  

Recommendations supporting the permanency goal:

· The FCRB supports the goal of return child to the home by (date).
· The FCRB supports the filing of a Termination of Parental Rights petition within the next 30 days, due to (reason).
· The FCRB supports the permanency goal of adoption by (date).
Recommendations not supporting the permanency goal: 

· The FCRB recommends that DHS seek Termination of Parental Rights at the next hearing, due to (reason).
· The FCRB recommends that DHS conduct a search for possible relative placement options prior to the next FCRB review. 
· The FCRB recommends that concurrent planning be initiated.
· The FCRB recommends that a CASA be assigned to (child) to provide the court with additional information regarding progress.

Recommendations for visitation:

· The FCRB recommends that all visitations between (child) and (birth parent) be supervised by a service provider for the next 90 days, due to (reason).

· The FCRB recommends that DHS and the service provider reassess the visitation plan after 3 months, to determine the need for supervision at that time.

· The FCRB recommends that DHS arrange for monthly supervised visits for (child) and his/her siblings, to being immediately.

· The FCRB recommends DHS begin overnight visits for (child) and (birth parent) starting (date). 

· The FCRB recommends that DHS and the family review the current written visitation plan, to determine a workable progression that will lead to the goal of reunification by (projected date).

· The FCRB recommends that visitation between (child) and (birth parent) be supervised beginning immediately, due to (reason).

· The FCRB recommends that DHS arrange for increased visits between (child) and (relative) to begin this month.

Recommendations for (birth parent):

· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) participate in family-centered services with (child) on a weekly basis.

· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) participate in court-ordered substance abuse services in accordance with CPP expectations

· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) fully comply with the expectations of the CPP beginning immediately.

· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) make arrangements to visit with (child) on a monthly basis, and telephone (child) on a weekly basis. 

Recommendations for (foster child):

· The FCRB recommends that the DHS caseworker refer (child) to the Transitional Planning Specialist for an assessment by (date).
· The FCRB recommends that service providers work on transitional living skills with (child) to best prepare (child) for adulthood.
Recommendations for positive developmental outcomes:

· The FCRB recommends that DHS refer (child) to Big Brothers/Big Sisters for a mentor, within the next 30 days. 

· The FCRB recommends that the foster parents arrange for (child) to participate in at least one extracurricular activity this school year.

· The FCRB recommends that (child) participate in at least one structured activity this summer.

· The FCRB recommends that DHS apply for a MR waiver for (child) before his/her 18th birthday.
Recommendations for academics:

· The FCRB recommends that DHS contact (child’s) school within the next 30 days to determine the status of the Individualized Education Plan.

· The FCRB recommends that DHS talk with (child’s) guidance counselor within the next 30 days to explore the use of a (subject) tutor this semester.

 Recommendations for behaviors:

· The FCRB recommends that DHS, the foster parents, and (child) develop a behavior contract within the next thirty days.
· The FCRB recommends that (child) work to stay out of the quiet room, in order to earn privileges.
· The FCRB recommends that DHS immediately seek a no contact order between (parent) and (child) due to (reason).
Recommendations for medical:

· The FCRB recommends that DHS investigate (child’s) medical needs within the next 30 days, and make any appropriate referrals.
· The FCRB recommends that (child) be examined by a dentist within the next month due to concerns expressed at today’s review about a broken filling.
· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) meet the CPP expectation to schedule and complete a psychological evaluation, within the next 60 days.
· The FCRB recommends that (birth parent) immediately sign a release to allow for pertinent medical records of (child) to be made available to DHS.
