Call Meeting to Order; Roll Call of Board Members
Magee calls the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m. with a quorum present.  
Children’s Justice State Council
Hennessey states that the Justice Council is convened by the Supreme Court and includes representatives from most of the agencies in state government that have some involvement with children.  It is chaired by Justice Brent Appel, from the Supreme Court.  The role of the group is to look at cross cutting issues related to children and children’s services.  The focus has been primarily on issues related to child welfare and juvenile justice.   The Council would like to have each member submit two or three items they would like the Council to consider as cross-cutting systems on which they will focus for the next year.
As a group, the Board members synthesized three issues to submit to the Children’s Justice State Council for consideration in the Council’s planned environmental scanning process.

1. Availability of suitable out of home placement alternatives for the full range of needs of children in the foster care system.  

2. The continued need to enhance the capacity of court appointed attorneys for children and parents and Guardians Ad Litem to provide crucial services to meet children’s legal advocacy needs. 

3. Maximizing the use of technology to enhance communication and collaboration among child-serving agencies and organizations and to conserve strained resources across entities and systems.

The lack of resources for DHS caseworkers is a topic the board would like address.  There will be more discussion about  the annual report during the August meeting.
